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1. INTRODUCTION (Times New Roman 11 Point, Bold, All Caps)
The introduction section should briefly provide information about the topic of the research.
2. [bookmark: _GoBack]OBJECTIVE (Times New Roman 11 Point, Bold, All Caps)
The significance and purpose of the study should be clearly stated.
3. METHOD (Times New Roman 11 Point, Bold, All Caps)
The type of research, location, time, population, sample size and sampling method, data collection method, and statistical tests used in data analysis should be specified.
3.1. Type of Research (Times New Roman 11 Point, Bold, First Letter Capitalized)
In secondary and other subheadings, the first letter of each word should be capitalized and bold. There should be a blank line between paragraphs, and no paragraph indentation should be used.
4. FINDINGS (Times New Roman 11 Point, Bold, All Caps)
4.1. Subheading
The findings of the study should be presented clearly and concisely. Up to 5 figures, tables, and graphs may be included. All tables, figures, and illustrations should be in Times New Roman 10 point, centered. Figures and illustrations should be numbered together (e.g., Figure 1), and figure captions should be placed below the figures or illustrations; tables should be numbered (e.g., Table 1), and the table title should be placed at the top of the table. Table, figure, and illustration captions should be in bold font, capitalized, and centered. Any references to tables, figures, and illustrations (if applicable) should be placed immediately below them, in the format of the authors' surnames and publication year.
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5. DISCUSSION (Times New Roman 11 Point, Bold, All Caps)
The significant findings of the study and limitations should be discussed in light of current literature.
6. CONCLUSION (Times New Roman 11 Point, Bold, All Caps)
The major conclusions of the study, its contribution to existing knowledge, and recommendations based on the study should be included.

7. REFERENCES (Times New Roman 11 Point, Bold, All Caps)
Use of References in Text:
References should be listed in numerical order according to their appearance in the text and should be in Times New Roman, APA 7 style, 11 point. A maximum of 30 references should be used. Citations in the text should match the references listed and each reference should be cited in the text. Citations in the text should be in parentheses with the author's surname followed by a comma and the publication year, listed in the order they appear. If multiple sources are cited at once, they should be separated by semicolons.
For example: (Akyol, 2022; Thomas & Louis, 2022).
For single-authored sources: (Thomas, 2005), for two-authored sources: (Work & Sebastian, 2008). For three to five authors, list all authors in the first citation (Akyol, Sarı, Topçu, Kazankaya, & Bakır, 2023). For subsequent citations: (Akyol et al., 2023).
For sources with six or more authors, list only the first author followed by "et al." in both first and subsequent citations (Akyol et al., 2023).
For sources authored by groups or institutions, the full name of the group or institution should be included in the first citation, followed by the abbreviation in subsequent citations.
For example: First citation: (Türk Hemşireler Derneği [THD], 2022), subsequent citations: (THD, 2022).
Use of References End of The Text:
Sources should be listed at the end of the text in alphabetical order by the authors' last names and numbered accordingly. The references should be formatted in Times New Roman, 11-point font size, and numbered in the order of their appearance in the text according to APA 7 style.
Book: 
Author's Last Name, Initial(s). (Year). Title of the book. Publisher, City of Publication. 
For example: Li, G., Hart, A., Gregory, J. (1998). Flocculation and sedimentation. Technomics Press, Lancaster PA.
Book Chapter: 
Author's Last Name, Initial(s). (Year). Title of the chapter. In Initial(s). Editor's Last Name (Ed.), Title of the book (pp. pages). Publisher, City of Publication. 
For example: Smith, J. A. (2020). The role of education in modern society. In R. Brown & T. Green (Eds.), Perspectives on social development (pp. 45-67). Academic Press, UK.
Article: 
Author's Last Name, Initial(s). (Year). Title of the article (only the first letter capitalized). Title of the Journal (italicized), Volume(Issue), Page range.
For example: Pommiera, S., Chenub, D., Quintardb, M., Lefebvre, X. (2007). Modelling of moisture-dependent aerobic degradation of solid waste. Waste Management, 28(7), 1188-1200.
Online Sources: Author's Last Name, Initial(s). (Date). Title of the web page (only the first letter capitalized). Retrieved Month Day, Year, from URL. Group Name. (Date). Title of the web page (only the first letter capitalized). Retrieved Month Day, Year, from URL. 
For example: World Health Organization. (2018). Heat and health. Retrieved June 1, 2023, from https://www.who.int/news-room/fact-sheets/detail/climate-change-heat-and-health 
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
